Where are things at?
910 public submissions were made in response to Kalbar’s Environment Effects Statement (EES).  An Inquiry and Advisory Committee (IAC) has been formed to hear the EES submissions.  The IAC website which has all the submissions, tabled documents and the timetable is here: https://engage.vic.gov.au/fingerboards-IAC
There have been 2 Directions Hearings.  The main hearing is to start on 3 May 2021.

What can I do to help?

· Write letters to the newspapers (local, state and national), other media, politicians, Earth Resources Regulation (ERR) and the East Gippsland Shire Council informing them you oppose the proposed mine and why.  It doesn’t matter if someone else has said what you think – lots of people are needed to voice their concerns to show there is no community support for the proposed mine (see contact list on the next page).
· Let businesses know you oppose the proposed project and ask them to oppose it as well and display flyers and signs.  

· Support Mine-free Glenaladale (MFG), the East Gippsland Community Action Group and other groups opposed to the mine proposal.

· Talk to many people about your concerns and ask for their help. 
What happens after the IAC Hearing?

The IAC Panel will make their recommendation to the Minister for Planning (Richard Wynne) based on the EES document, submissions and presentations.  The Minister is not under any obligation to follow the Inquiry Panel’s recommendations.  Public pressure is needed to ensure the recommendation opposes the proposed mine project and that the Minister will not approve it.
Should the Minister for Planning approve the project, responsibility is transferred to the Minister for Resources and Earth Resources Regulation to negotiate and approve the work plan.
