The Fingerboards Mineral Sands Project Imquiry and Advisory Committee (the J1AC) is appointed to inguire
into, and report on, the proposed Fingerboards Mineral Sands Project (the project) and its environmental
effects in accordance with these Terms of Reference.

The IAC is appointed pursuant to:
« section 3(1) of the Environment Effects Act 1978 (EE Act) as an inguiry; and
* part 7, section 151 of the Planning and Emvironment Act 1387 (P&E Act) as an advisory committes.

The IAC will provide advice that can be used to inform the Environment Protection Authorty’s (EPA)
consideration of the works approval application (WAA) prepared by the proponent for the project.

MName
1. The lAC is to be known as the Fingerboards Mineral Samds Project Inguiry and Advisory Committes’.

Skills

2. The IAC members should have following expertise:
groundwater and surface watker;
rehabilitation of mineral sands mines, sails and emsion;
air quality; and
statutory planning.
3. Where it considers it necessary, the |AC may seek addiional specialist expert advice! to assist it in
undertaking its role, in particular with respect to:

a. moise and related impacts on amenity;

b. agriculture and rural land use;

c. landscape and visual impacts; and

d. social impact assessment.

4. The IAC will comprise an appointed Chair (l1AC Chair), a Deputy Chair and other members.

Purpose of the IAC

5. The lAC is appointed by the Minister for Planning under section 8(1) of the EE Act to hold an inquiry inio
the environmental effects of the project. The LAC is to:

a. review and consider the enviromment effects statement (EES), public submissions received in
relation to the emvironmental effects of the project and the reports and advice from the appointed
Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning (DELWP) independent peer reviewers;

b. consider and report on the potential environmental effects of the project, their significance amd
acceptability, and in doing s0 have regard to the draft evaluation objectives in the EES scoping
requirements and relevant policy and legislation;

c.  identify any measures it considers necessary and effective to avoid, mitigate or manage the
environmental effects of the project within acceptable limits, including any necessary project
meadifications;

1 The IAC may also direct questions in the Indepandent peer reviewers appointsd by the Department, Environment, Land, Waber and
Planning {DELWP) for the water, air quailly and renablitation technical studles.

b. provide a report to the Minister for Planning as to whether the draft PSA contains provisions and
controls that are appropriate for the project; and
c. recommend amy changes to the draft PSA that it considers necessary.

Background
Project outline

The project proposes to develop the Fingerboands Mineral Sands Project which has an approximate area
of 1,675 hectares and is located approximatety 20 kilometres north-west of Baimsdale in East Gippsland,
Victoria. The proposed mining methods invole open pit mining to extract approximately 170 millicn
tonnes (Mt} of ore over a projected mine life of 20 years to produce approximately 8 Bt of mineral
concentrate. Mine products are proposed to be transported via read or by rail for export overseas. The
project includes the following elements:
a. the development of a mineral zands mine;
b.  two mining unit plants:;
c. wet concentrator plant (comprising mineral separation processing and tailings thickening and
disposal plant);
d. water supply infrastructure;
e.  tailings storage facility;
f. additicnal site facilities, such as a site office, warshouse, workshop, loading facilities and fuel
storage.

The project’s proponent is Kalbar Operations. Pty. Ltd, who is responsible for preparing technical studies,
consulting with the public and stakeholders and preparing an EES.

EES assessment process

In response to a refemal under the EE Act from the proponent, the Minister for Planning determined on
18 December 2016 that an EES is required for the project and issued his decision with procedures and
requirements for the preparation of the EES as specified in Attachment 1.

The EES has been prepared by the proponent in response to the EES scoping requirements issued by
the Minister for Planning in April 2018.

The EES will be placed on public exhibition for forty (40) business days, together with the WAA and draft
PSA. DELWP will be responsible for giving notice.

DELWF must liaise with the office of Planning Panels Victoria (PPV) fo agree on the Directions Hearing
and Hearing dates, which are i be included on all notices.

Commonwealth assessment process

Because of its potential impacts on matters of national environmental significance, the project was
determined to be a controlled action fior the purposes of the Emvironment Profection and Biodfersily
Coneervabtion Act 1999 (Cth) (EPBC Act) on 8 July 2017. The relevant controlling provisions under the
EPBC Act relate to Ramsar wetlands (sectbons 18 and 17B); listed threatened species and communities
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14.

(sections 18 and 1BA); listed migratory species (sections 20 and 204); and nuclear actions (section 21
and 22A).

Under the bilateral agreement between the Australian and Victoran Governments, the Victoran EES
process is serving as the accredited process for the assessment purposes of the EPBC Act. The
assessment of environmental effects to be made by the Victorian Minister for Planning will be provided to
the Commonwealth Minister for the Environment to inform the approvals decision under the EPBC Act.
To assist the Minister in making his assessment, the |AC should specifically identify its advice relevant to
matters of mational environmental significance that may be affected respectively by the project.

Planning opproval process

The IAC is to consider and provide advice on draft PSA C156egip that proposes planning controls and
prowvisions for the warous works amd activities outside of the mining licence area. The PS5A, in
conjunction with other required approvals will regulate the use and development of the project in
accordance with an incorporated document which is proposed to be included in the East Gippsland
Planning Scheme.

A WAA for the project has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Emvironmend
FPrafection Acf 1970 (EP Act). The works approval application will be jointly advertised with the EES, in
accordance with section 2044 of the EP Act

Section 18B(3)b) of the EP Act provides that: if an application for @ works approval iz fo be jointly
adverfized under section 2044 with a nofice relafing to fhe same proposal under the Emvironment Effects
Act 1978... commeniz by any person or body inferesfed in fthe application must be made as a
submizzion on fhe environment effects sfafement or be included in any submizsion on fhe environment
effectz sfatement. In addition, the EPA can no longer decide under section 188(8) to hold a section 208
conference.

The IAC is to provide advice that can be used to inform the EPA’s consideration of the WAA prepared by
the proponent The IAC may request any further information from the propoment that it considers
necessary to assist it to provide that advice. The advice should recommend avoidance, mitigation or
management measures that the IAC considers are necessary to ensure compliance with any relevant
legislation and'or policy.

40. The fees for the members of the 1AC will be set at the current rate for a panel appointed under part 8 of
the P&E Act

41. All costs of the 1AC, including the costs of obtaining any expert advice, technical administration and legal
support, venue hire, accommodation, recording proceedings and other costs must be met by the
proponent.

Miscellaneous

42. The 1AC may apply to the Minister for Planning fo vary these terms of reference in writing, at any time
prior to submission of its repaort.

43. The IAC may retain legal counsel to assist it in undertaking its role.
44 PPV is to provide any necessary administrative support to the 1AC.

45, The IAC may engage additional technical and administrative support or as required direct gquestions to
the independent peer reviewers appointed by DELWP.

Under the declared state of emergency in response to the coronavinis pandemic, conventional
exhibition of environment effects statements (EES) is not possible. Physical display of
printed copies of the EES in public places canmot ocour. Similarly, amrangements with respect
to formal heanings of mouines under the Environment Effects Act will also differ, if
restrictions are still in force at the time of an inguiry.

Accordingly. the procedures and requirements applying to the EES, issued on 18 December
2016 in accordance with section BB(3) of the Act and the Ministerial guidelines for
assessment of envirenmenital gffects undear the Environment Effects Act 1978, are amended as
follows.

(a) The EES is to be exhibited for a period of 40 business days for public comment, or such
other period as the Minister may subsequently direct in wnting.

(k) Mo less than two weeks before the first day of the public exhibition period, the proponent
mmst place notices in newspapers and on-line, as well as commumcate with known
nterested parties, to:

1. foreshadow the intention to commence formal exhibition;

2. note the mpossibility of providing exhibition copies for physical inspection at public
exhibition places;

3. describe intended on-line availability of the EES and related documentation for
exhibition purposes; and

4. invite any potential submitters to register to recerve EES documents on USB, or other
electromic media, and for those who may have accessibility issues or, where electronic
options are impracticable, in hard copy.

() Where hard copy documents are reasonably requested, the proponent must provide hard
copies of

1. the EES summary document and mapbook free of charge. and the EES Main Report
for a modest charge aligned with postage costs, unless instructed otherwise by the
Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning’s (DELWE) Director Impact
Assessment;

2. other EES attachments or EES technical appendices, subject to payment of an
appropriate fee, having regard to costs of printing and postage and the circumstances
of the request, unless instructed otherwise by DELWP's Director Impact Assessment;
and

3. the Environment Profection Act 1970 works approval application, unless instructed
otherwise by the Environment Protection Authonty.

{(d) The proponent must dispatch requested electronic media and hard copies to registered
addresses within a week of receipt of each registration (and payment, where relevant) or
in time for the commencement of the exhibition period, whichever is the later.

(&) The inquary that I will appoint under the Environment Effects Act, subject to the approval
of the Governer in Counecil, to consider the environmental effects of the proposal 15 to be
conducted by formal hearing in the most practicable manner available under the
prevailing circumstances. That might, if necessary, include the use of video conferencing
or other comparable technology.

(f} The proponent must arrange for recordings to be made of formal heanings of the megquiry,
whether held conventionally or remotely, subject to any directions from the mquiry chair,

and must eause recordings to be posted on-line as quickly as practicable. The proponent
mmst post links to the recordings on its project website as soon as practicable after each

day of hearings. DELWP must post links to the recordings on its relevant web pages as
soon as practicable after each day of hearings.
